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1. Introduction
Concept of MPR versioning was agreed in RAN4#69 [1] and an LS was sent to RAN2 where RAN4 asked RAN2 to develop required signling [2].
RAN4 has not reached an agreement on when the new MPR or A-MPR definition becomes mandatory once it has been introduced into TS36.101. Two options has been proposed which are that the new MPR or A-MPR definition becomes mandatory in the release it was introduced or that MPR or A-MPR definition becomes mandatory in the next release it was introduced.
2. Discussion 

If it is difficult to reach a consensus in RAN4 on the topic when to demand that the new MPR or A-MPR definition becomes mandatory it would be better to choose the option which poses least changes to the current situation but still enables to take the advantage of the newly introduced MPR / A-MPR definition if possible to implement. This option would be to require that the changed MPR / A-MPR definition would be mandatory in the next release it was introduced into the TS36.101. As was dicussed in [1] in practice this approach might make the acceptance of new MPR / A-MPR definition in fact easier as vendors know that they have time to implement and test new rules adequately. Also can be noted that UE vendors can implement the new MPR / A-MPR definitions once those are captured into the specification and RAN2 is discussing from which relase onwards the functionality is possible to introduce. In other words if the new MPR / A-MPR becomes mandatory in the next release it is possible to implement it earlier and possibly much earlier depending on the dicsussions in RAN2.
3. Conclusions
