1 Discussion  

In [1], discussions on the AAS specifications were noted with the understanding that dependencies on other work item will be clearer after RAN#62. In addition, regulatory motivations were provided in [2]. Furthermore, as per the objectives of the AAS WI description [3], the impacted specifications due to AAS are clearly stated. 

From Table 1 of [3], we have

At this point, to make the necessary progress in this WI, it is proposed that we close those discussions with the following proposal:

Proposal 1: Release 12 AAS specifications impact shall be implemented in both single-RAT and MSR related specifications.

In [4], the following has been proposed:

“Setting specifications for AAS BS as the combinations of the legacy specifications and an AAS specific specification.”

We understood the above proposal as:

· A New AAS TS to be created that is applicable for all the affected single RAT and MSR.
· For a specific RAT e.g., 25.104, a AAS BS shall be compliant to existing TS 25.104 in addition to the specific clause(s) in the new AAS TS

In our view, this approach has the benefit that clarity of specific requirements that are impacted by AAS which can be easily obtained and referred in the new TS. This compared to the alternative where change requests to existing specifications which would then require much more effort to identify the AAS affected specifications. In addition, separate TS for AAS has the benefit that only affected requirements are specified. 
With the above understanding we support the proposals from [4], as follow:

Proposal 2: New Technical Specification contains only affected requirements for an AAS BS. Legacy requirements for the specific RAT (25.104, 25.105, 36.104, and 37.104) that are not affected will not be included in these new specifications.
