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1. Introduction
In the last #69 UE RF AH meeting, a initial way forward on how to define REFSENS for dual uplink inter-band CA was approved. This contribution gives a further study about this issue.

2. Discussion
Looking at the way forward on general aspect:

· REFSENS is defined to be met when both downlink component carriers and both uplink component carriers are active.
·  Only ∆RIB relaxations should be considered when determining REFSENS requirements for dual UL inter-band CA classes A1 and A3. UL allocations shall be according to 1UL requirements 

· In principle, reuse 1UL inter-band CA ∆TIB and ∆RIB values for 2UL inter-band CA for all classes A1, A2, A3, A4 and A5. This does not preclude further discussion on ∆TIB and ∆RIB if necessary in the future. 

It can be concluded for class A1 and A3, the existing REFSENS requirements and UL allocation requirements for 1UL inter-band CA shall be reused for dual uplink inter-band CA.
And in the way forward, it is proposed MSD value is introduced to 36.101 to define REFSENS for 2UL inter-band CA belonging to class A2 and class A4. Actually, for class A2, the existing REFSENS requirements for 1UL inter-band CA have implied the MSD effect, so it is proposed for class A2 the REFSENS requirements and UL allocation requirements for 1UL inter-band CA can also be reused for dual UL inter-band CA. 
In view of the complexity for class A4 and to speed the progress of dual uplink inter-band CA, we propose that the conclusions about REFSENS requirements for dual inter-band CA class A1, A2 and A3 shall be firstly approved. In this way, REFSENS requirements for most of dual uplink inter-band combinations will be finished and we can concentrate on the discussion for class A4.
Base on above analysis, the following TP is attached for approval.

5.2.9.1 REFSENS
For dual uplink inter-band CA, REFSENS is defined to be met when both downlink component carriers and both uplink component carriers are active.

For class A4, A5, the REFSENS requirements are FFS.
