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1.  Introduction

This contribution is to propose band option for MSS 2GHz band. There was some discussion on the passband width of MSS 2GHz bands but there was no clear conclusion except 90MHz band option is not adequate. Also a Way Forward document [2] was approved to harmonize two MSS 2GHz study items [1], [6]. 
In the document [2], it is proposed to choose one band option among 30 and 70 MHz.
· UL: 2010 – X MHz, DL: 2200 – X MHz

· 30 MHz ≦ X ≦ 70 with 10 MHz step

Considering the UE filter performance and interference on band 34, and to avoid the device fragmentation and possible implementation problem due to overlap with legacy LTE band 1, SI need to consider original MSS band(2x30MHz) as its primary band option. Other band option(s) can be considered after the primary band option is completed.

Proposal #l: For primary MSS 2GHz band option, 2x30MHz (UL: 1980-2010MHz, DL: 2170-2200MHz) is considered
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
