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1. Introduction
In RAN4#68bis, a tentative MPR rule for 2UL intra-band non-contiguous CA for bands, which are defined as no larger than 75MHz of bandwidth, was captured into TR36.833-4 [1]. In addition, several simulation and measurement results are provided in RAN4#69 UE RF AH and RAN4#70 [2-6], but there is still no consensus on how to define MPR table. In this contribution, the way forward on how to define MPR table for 2UL intra-band non-contiguous CA is proposed.
2. Discussion
In the last meeting, way forward on 2UL intra-band NC CA was discussed but not approved [7]. However it seems that we could reach the consensus for following points.
· RAN4 focuses on Band 4 in Rel-12 time-frame.

· RAN4 considers with the impact of Wgap further and possibly define several MPR tables for different Wgap values.

· RAN4 considers the Wgap up to 42.2 MHz (largest possible for band 4).

Note: RAN4 shall investigate larger Wgaps when new band specific WIs are proposed in future releases.
On the other hand, further discussion on how to treat band dependent/independent MPR tables was needed. Looking at the previous simulation and measurement results in [2-6], it is indeed unclear on the relationship between required MPR and operating band. Our understanding is that it would take much time to identify the relationship technically. In order to complete WI on 2UL intra-band NC CA in Rel-12 time-frame, we propose that RAN4 should focus on Band 4 in Rel-12 time-frame and identify required MPR on other bands in Rel-13 time-frame. If we will be able to identify the difference of required MPR among operating bands, RAN4 should discuss MPR tables as band independent in order to apply appropriate MPR.
3. Proposed way forward
From above discussion, we propose as follows.
Proposal 1: RAN4 should consider with the impact of Wgap further and define several MPR tables for different Wgap values.

Proposal 2: RAN4 should focus on Band 4 and consider the Wgap up to 42.2 MHz (largest possible for band 4) in Rel-12 time-frame.
Note: RAN4 shall investigate larger Wgaps when new band specific WIs are proposed in future releases.

Proposal 3: RAN4 should investigate the difference on required MPR among operating bands in Rel-13 time-frame.
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
