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1 Introduction

The WID of TDD-FDD CA is revised in [1] with example band combinations added. In order to complete the WI with UE performance requirement for conformance tests we propose the working assumption and test scope for TDD-FDD CA in this contribution.
2 Proposals
There are some discussions from RAN1 focusing on the physical layer design for TDD-FDD CA without a final decision, eg. HARQ timing for different cases when FDD carrier is the PCell or TDD carrier is the PCell. However in RAN4 the goal should be to limit the test assumptions in order to simply the test setup as a starting point. Based on the understanding above the following working assumptions are proposed.
Proposed working assumption
· 2DL CCs, 1 UL CC

· Inter-band CA with bandwidth combinations as 20+20MHz

· Simutaneous UL/DL transmission - full duplex mode
· No cross carrier scheduling

· No TDD carrier as PCell- FDD carrier as PCell
· Reuse tests setup defined for single carrier /CA as much as possible
· Band agnostic tests in Rel-12

For the test scope the same understanding analysized in [2] could be applied to TDD-FDD CA based on the working assumptions listed above. So the following test scope is proposed.
Proposed test scope

· One TM3 test for normal performance test

· No soft buffer test needed

· No power imbalance test needed

· One SDR test for UE Category 6~10
· No CQI test needed
3 Conclusions

In this contribution we provide our views on the working assumptions and test scope forUE performance tests in TDD-FDD CA as following.
