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1 Overall Description:
In the approved CR [1] it was proposed that UE should cope with a maximum transmission timing difference between TAGs of 32.47s for inter-band carrier aggregation with multiple TAGs. However, in RAN2 MAC layer specification TS36.321 it didn’t specify the UE behavior after receiving a TA command if applying such TA command will make the uplink transmission timing difference between TAGs exceed 32.47s. 
RAN4 would like to suggest RAN2 to consider the UE behavior if the received TA command will make the uplink transmission timing difference between TAGs exceed 32.47s, and to clarify in the TS36.321.
