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Introduction and proposals
According to the agreed priorities for RAN4#70Bis [3], the principles leading to agreement of the AAS TS skeleton shall be agreed in RAN4#70bis. 

There have been a lot of discussions on specification organizations [4-9], and all of them are based on creating a new specification for AAS BS. It was also indicated in WID [1] that new specifications will be created. 

There were offline discussions on the maintenance efforts (number of CRs to be prepared in case of a correction) by creating new specification. A way forward on specification organization was agreed in RAN4#70 to study two options. Below are the comparisons between the two options:

Of course, whether the new specification will only include the radiated requirements, or radiated requirements and conducted requirements shall be discussed further. The best way to figure out the answer for this question is to start from a TS skeleton, such as [4].
It is therefore proposed to 
· Requirements for AAS will cover UTRA, E-UTRA, and MSR AAS BS. 
· Create core and performance spec for AAS BS.

· Whether the new specification will only include the radiated requirements, or radiated requirements and conducted requirements is TBD.
