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1. Introduction

Korean government announced the “Mobile Broadband Plan v2.0” on December 31, 2013. The purpose of the plan is to secure more than 1,190 MHz bandwidth for mobile broadband services by 2023. 
The plan includes ensuring additional 60 MHz spectrum (2x30MHz) to provide terrestrial IMT services by utilizing the bands 1,980-2,010MHz and 2,170-2,200MHz, although Korea currently allocates the bands 1,980-2,010MHz and 2,170-2,200MHz to the mobile and mobile satellite services. The future plan for the bands 1,980-2,010MHz and 2,170-2,200MHz considered by Korean government is shown in following figure 1:

And also, Mobile Broadband Plan v2.0 specifies that international and/or regional harmonization for the efficient usage of the bands 1,980-2,010MHz and 2,170-2,200MHz should be considered.
As one of the activities for the efficient usage of the bands 1,980-2,010MHz and 2,170-2,200MHz, ITU-R WP 5D is currently developing a draft new revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1036-4 for frequency arrangements in the bands currently identified for IMT to expand the existing frequency arrangements such as frequency arrangements B1 and B4 by adding the bands 1 980-2 010 MHz and 2 170‑2 200 MHz as B6. This is based on contribution of some Members States and Sector Members which are considering using the bands 1 980-2 010 and 2 170-2 200 MHz for the use of IMT (Doc. 5D/232, 5D/353 and 5D/420).  At the 18th WP 5D meeting, two input contributions (Doc. 5D/572 and 5D/587) were considered for the revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1036-4. The meeting determined that no changes were required at this time in the working document towards a draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1036-4 as shown in the Figure 2. (Attachment 4.6 of 5D/532) This revision is targeted for the completion by October 2014. 
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NOTE  – The bands 1 980-2 010 MHz and 2 170-2 200 MHz in the frequency arrangement B6 are intended to be used in combination with the frequency arrangements B1 or B4 which provides even further optimization of the use of spectrum for paired IMT operation

As one of another activities for the efficient usage of the bands 1,980-2,010MHz and 2,170-2,200MHz, 3GPP is also developing the new report on “LTE FDD in the bands 1 980-2 010 MHz and 2,170-2,200 MHz”. The purpose of this study item, targeted for the completion by June 2014, is to facilitate and harmonize the efficient use of these bands for terrestrial IMT. (Latest version of draft technical report for this study item: TR 36.861)


Regarding the 3GPP activities, Korea government recognized that no consensus was still completed at the 3GPP RAN4 meeting because some 3GPP members proposed the possibility that these bands can be harmonized with existing band 1, although the target date is by June 2014. (Note: Last TSG SA#63 meeting decided Rel-12 Stage 3 freeze date be moved from June 2014 to September 2014) 
In order to provide a compromise point as the original proponents for this SI, the above co-sourced Korean companies and organization propose the below way forward with the name of co-sourced Korean companies and organization.
2. Proposed Wayforward
Based on co-sourced Korean companies and organization agreement, we propose following way forward regarding current SI. 
1. FS_LTE_1980_2070_Korea SI will consider two option 
· 2x30MHz LTE service (UL: 1,980-2,010 / DL: 2,170-2,200 MHz)

· 2x90MHz LTE service with dual duplexer (UL: 1,920-2,010 / DL: 2,110-2,200 MHz)
2. One pass band option which is related with this SI will be decided when WI is started.
3. FS_LTE_1980_2070_Korea SI result will be captured in TR 36.861

4. SI completion date is extended to RAN #65 which will be held in September 2014.

5. Harmonization with Region 1 SI can be discussed within above agreement.
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
