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1. Introduction
A band plan for 1980-2010 MHz & 2170-2200 MHz for both Regions 1 and 3 has been intensively discussed for several meetings. In this contribution, we propose the following band plan for both Regions 1 and 3 to make progress of the discussion.
· 30MHz x 2 (UL: 1980 – 2010 MHz & DL: 2170 – 2200 MHz)
2. Discussion
In the previous RAN4 meetings, we proposed a band plan of 70 MHz x 2 to accommodate 1980-2010 MHz & 2170-2200 MHz frequency ranges. We still believe that 70 MHz x 2 is the best available band plan under certain conditions, such as keeping almost the same UE RF performance as that of Band 1 and accommodating future potential LTE deployments based on a single band plan that supports both a portion of Band 1 and a portion of 1980-2010 MHz & 2170-2200 MHz as much as possible.

So far, we have discussed this issue considering advantages we will obtain in the future. We, however, understand that we also need to make progress on this band plan discussion taking into account situations of operators that would plan to launch their LTE service using this spectrum. From this perspective, it seems that the proponent of the Region 1 SI would use this band as 30 MHz x 2 while other proponents currently would not have any specific plans to utilize this spectrum together with a portion of Band 1.

Considering the above situation, it seems that 30 MHz x 2 is the best available selection at least in a short-term perspective since the proponent for Region 1 SI does not have to take on any burden such as larger IL than those for any other proposed band plans. It should be noted that this “short-term” may be long-term in the end. Thus, we can observe the following.

· Observation 1: The band plan of 30 MHz x 2 is the best available selection at least in a short-term perspective.

· It should be noted that the “short-term” may be “long-term” since no information on using a portion of 1980-2010 MHz & 2170-2200 MHz together with a portion of Band 1 has been provided yet. Then, the band plan of 30 MHz x 2 can be the best one even in the long-term.
With respect to the band plan for Region 3, it would be natural to adopt the same band plan as that for Region 1 since many companies who have proposed their band plans other than 30 MHz x 2 have appealed for advantages of economy of scale.

· Observation 2: From economy of scale perspective, it is natural to adopt the same band plan for both Regions 1 and 3.
3. Conclusions 

From the observations 1 and 2 above, we propose the following.
· Proposal: The band plan for both Regions 1 and 3 shall be the following:.
· UL: 1980 – 2010 MHz, DL: 2170 – 2200 MHz (30 MHz x 2)
