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1. Overall Description:

To avoid packet drops due to interrupts on PCell and to ensure both good network performance and UE power saving opportunities, RAN4 has decided to support a procedure for a synchronized gap, i.e. to support a procedure where network configures when the UE performs retuning that may cause PCell interruptions.
For defining the procedure, RAN4 has agreed that:

1. Introduce a single capability indicator for a UE who needs PCell interrupts to indicate the interrupts are needed in following cases:

a. deactivated SCell measurement,
b. inter-frequency measurement and
c. SCell activation/deactivation/addition/release.

This indicator could be band combination specific or applicable to all band combinations. Whether the UE is allowed to use the indication should be controlled by network. .
2. The configuration of the synchronized gaps between eNB and UE should be specified to accommodate all cases of PCell interruption, including deactivated SCell measurement, inter-frequency measurement and SCell activation/deactivation/addition/release.  
3. Early implementation of the signalling for the above agreements should be allowed. 
2. Actions:

RAN4 respectfully requests RAN2 to specify relevant RRC signalling in Rel-12 according to the above RAN4 agreements.
