Adjacent Channel Leakage power Ratio (ACLR)

Adjacent Channel Leakage power Ratio (ACLR) is the ratio of the filtered mean power centred on the assigned channel frequency to the filtered mean power centred on an adjacent channel frequency.

6.6.4.1
E-UTRA minimum requirement

For E-UTRA, the minimum requirement for ACLR is specified in TS 36.104 [4], subclause 6.6.2, and applies outside the RF bandwidth edges.

For a BS operating in non-contiguous spectrum, the ACLR requirement for the first and second adjacent channels in TS 36.104 [4] subclause 6.6.2 also applies inside any sub-block gap with a gap size Wgap ≥ 15 MHz and Wgap ≥ 20 MHz.
For a BS operating in multiple bands, where multiple bands are mapped on the same antenna connector, the ACLR requirement for the first and second adjacent channels in TS 36.104 [4] subclause 6.6.2 also applies inside any inter-RF bandwidth gap with a gap size Wgap ≥ 15 MHz and Wgap ≥ 20 MHz.
For a BS operating in non-contiguous spectrum the CACLR requirement in subclause 6.6.4.4 applies in sub block gaps for the frequency ranges defined in Table 6.6.4.4-1.

For a BS operating in multiple bands, where multiple bands are mapped on the same antenna connector, the CACLR requirement in subclause 6.6.4.4 applies in inter-RF bandwidth gaps for the frequency ranges defined in Table 6.6.4.4-1.

6.6.4.2
UTRA FDD minimum requirement

For UTRA FDD, the minimum requirement for ACLR is specified in TS 25.104 [2], subclause 6.6.2.2, and applies outside the RF bandwidth edges.

For a BS operating in non-contiguous spectrum, the ACLR requirement for the first and second adjacent channels in TS 25.104 [2] subclause 6.6.2.2 also applies inside any sub-block gap with a gap size Wgap ≥ 15 MHz and Wgap ≥ 20 MHz.
For a BS operating in multiple bands, where multiple bands are mapped on the same antenna connector, the ACLR requirement for the first and second adjacent channels in TS 25.104 [2] subclause 6.6.2.2 also applies inside any inter-RF bandwidth gap with a gap size Wgap ≥ 15 MHz and Wgap ≥ 20 MHz.
For a BS operating in non-contiguous spectrum the CACLR requirement in subclause 6.6.4.4 applies in sub block gaps for the frequency ranges defined in Table 6.6.4.4-1.
