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1 Background
The proposed changes to add A-MPR for the 10 and 15 MHz for NS_12 and emissions limits for the 1.4 and 3 MHz bandwidths for NS_13 have been discussed since RAN4#68 (Aug 2013). Initially, these changes were proposed for Rel-11, but the latest proposal in [1] was moved to the open release (Rel-12) to accommodate concerns with changes for UEs under development.  Earlier UEs then have to be handled by using MPR versioning.

Yet, the above changes for the open release [1] were not agreed by RAN4 due to concerns on early implementations of Rel-12 UEs supporting this band, but not on the specific technical proposal.
2 Proposal
The CR in [1] is resubmitted in [2]. It is proposed that the NS_12 and NS_13 changes contained therein are agreed for the open release since there are no technical concerns. 
This proposal is in accordance with the 3GPP working procedure. It is noted that early implementations of an open release is associated with a risk, but also that early releases can be handled in conformance testing and that there is a considerable delay until RAN4 changes are implemented for certification. The proposal has been under discussion since August 2013.
The modification of NS_12 in the Rel-12 version will imply that a Band 26 network will need to handle two types of UEs: those following NS_12 as specified in Rel-11 and those following NS_12 as specified in Rel-12 using MPR versioning.
Alternatively, in case the proposed specification of the modified MPR behaviour (versioning) is not agreed [3], it is proposed that NS_12 and NS_13 modifications are made in the Rel-11 version of 36.101, this in order to minimize the number of UEs that may exceed the emission requirements for certain bandwidths.
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
