	Clause 6.6.3.3.5: RB restrictions are specified for the 10 and 15 MHz bandwidths such that early UEs not supporting the A-MPR change for NS_12 in Rel-12 can be scheduled without A-MPR and still meet the emissions requirement applicable when NS_12 is indicated. The RB restriction is consistent with the A-MPR change in Rel-12 (TS 36.101 CR XXXX) and corresponds to a region in which A-MPR is not allowed. It is sufficient to introduce the RB restrictions in the Rel-11 version of 36.101 since NS_12 is applicable for Band 26 that was specified in Rel-11. 
The emissions requirements for NS_12 are modified to include the 10 and 15 MHz bandwidths.
