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1 Introduction
In RAN#63, the WI of 2DL/1UL inter-band CA of band 39 and band 41 were closed [1]. This paper informs the group that 2UL study will be initiated for inter-band CA of band 39 and band 41 from RAN#64.
2 Discussion 

2.1
Justification
In December 2013, China Mobile commercially launched TD-LTE network and announced the targets for 2014 including 500,000 BS deployed across 340 major cities and 100 million TD-LTE UE sales. Most of the BSs are operating in band 39 and band 41. 
Currently, China Mobile owns 20MHz frequency resources in band 39 and 60MHz in band 41. And UL/DL configuration 2 (DSUDD) is used for both of the two bands. The imbalance of UL/DL peak data rate will be up to 1:20 when 1UL/2DL CA is deployed. Therefore, the uplink data rate needs to be enhanced by introducing 2UL CA. In addition, UE doesn’t need to support simultaneous RX-TX because of the same configuration in two bands.
2.2
Classification
In 1UL/2DL CA TR 36.851, inter-band CA of B39 and B41 was classified as Class A3 which is Low-Low and High-High with no intermodulation interference. For 2UL case, the receiver chain will be off when TDD inter-band CA UE transmits in both of the two bands. Hence, there will be no intermodulation and harmonic desensitization problems. The 2UL inter-band CA of band 39 and band 41 can also be classified as Class A3 one.
3 Conclusion

In this paper, we discuss the justification and classification for 2UL inter-band CA of band 39 and band 41. And it is proposed to revise the 2UL inter-band CA Class A3 WID for adding this new band combination.
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
