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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 thanks RAN1 for the LS on [1] to inform the latest working assumptions about synchronization between MeNB and SeNB for Dual Connectivity. 

With regards to the scenarios where UE can assume the maximum received timing difference from MeNB and SeNB is 30.26 + X micro sec, as indicated by RAN1, the value is up to RAN4 decision on the potential requirements of synchronization accuracy between MeNB and SeNB. 

RAN4 decided the maximum received timing difference from MeNB and SeNB should be 34.3us, i.e. (30+1.3+3)us for Dual Connectivity UE in synchronized case.

RAN4 would also like to be informed by RAN1 on the updates of UE power control discussion to understand whether any limitation for the UE supported received timing difference in un-synchronized case.        
2. Actions:

RAN4 kindly asks RAN1 and RAN2 to take the above value into account for discussion of Dual Connectivity.
