3	Justification
UE advanced receiver requirements have been standardized (from Rel-5 onward) only for HSDPA traffic, for example targeting UEs that utilise receiver diversity and/or chip equaliser, and interference-aware functionalities. Such advanced UE demodulation performance are known to improve the DL power link budget, allowing a better RF coverage and/or reliability (from a user experience point of view), and also system capacity benefits, using the DL power savings to better serve all users. 
Similar performance improvements can be achieved for DCH based traffic (e.g. voice), for example allowing to lower certain minimum DL (DPCH) power levels, sometimes used as safety coverage margins by the power control scheme. It is therefore proposed to standardize advanced receiver requirements for DCH based traffic.
