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1 Introduction
The AAS WI is aimed to specify the initial version of AAS requirements, which is framed to include both “radiated” requirements as well as “conducted” requirements. Specification organization refers to the issues around implementing those requirements as technical specifications.

In this paper we present our opinions on this topic.
2 Discussion
It was stated in WID [1] that the AAS requirements will be implemented in a newly created specification. Accordingly, a draft TS skeleton was created in [2]. Issues on specification organization will be significantly simplified if [2] is used as the start point.
There were, however, proposals of implementing radiated requirements and conducted requirements in different specifications, as well as their combinations complicated the issues around specification organization. A way forward was agreed in [3] which narrow down the proposals as two options. However, it seems that the final decision on specification organization would require more progress on core requirements, for example, final decisions on conducted requirements and radiated requirements, and the magnitude of changes on conducted requirements comparing to existing specification.
The remaining open issues were prioritized in [4]. Considering the limited time resource and the number of open issues, it is definitely a better approach to work on the open issues on requirement first. 
3 Conclusions
It is proposed to work on the open issues on requirements first. When the details on requirements are clearly enough, the specification organization shall start from [2] and [3], based on coordinated actions between interested contributors. 
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
