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1. Introduction
In last RAN4 meeting, the need of the new MSR capability set was discussed and no consensus was reached. In [1], the preliminary consideration on the deployment scenarios was discussed. In this paper we provide further consideration on this aspect.
2. Discussion 
When the GSM band is firstly re-farmed to E-UTRA RAT, there are three phases for RAT evolution. The first phase is GSM only as original deployment. The second phase is multi-RAT GSM+E-UTRA during the migration. The third phase is E-UTRA only. Hence if we consider MSR capability set without SR GSM, the CS with support of GSM+E-UTRA and E-UTRA only should be included for scenario 1.

When the GSM band is firstly re-farmed to UTRA, there may be different evolution routes depend on whether UTRA will finally be migrated into E-UTRA. 3 possible migration scenarios are shown in Figure 2-2~Figure2-4. For the scenario 2a, the CS with support of GSM+UTRA and UTRA only should be included. If we consider scenario 2b and 2c together, the CS with support of MR GSM+UTRA, MR GSM+E-UTRA, MR UTRA+E-UTRA, MR GSM+UTRA+E-UTRA, SR E-UTRA, SR UTRA should be considered.

Based on the investigation above, and considering the preference is to only introduce one new CS from previous discussion, we think the following MSR CS should be included if we consider MSR capability set without SR GSM for the operator’s deployments.
· MSR BS with support of MR GSM+UTRA, MR GSM+E-UTRA, MR UTRA+E-UTRA, MR GSM+UTRA+E-UTRA, SR E-UTRA, SR UTRA
It should be noted that it is the same as CS6 without SR GSM configuration. 
3. Conclusion
In this contribution, some aspects related to deployment scenarios for MSR BS without SR GSM are considered. The configuration combinations for majority deployment scenarios should be considered.
· MSR BS with support of MR GSM+UTRA, MR GSM+E-UTRA, MR UTRA+E-UTRA, MR GSM+UTRA+E-UTRA, SR E-UTRA, SR UTRA
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
