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1 Overall Description:
In the TS36.133 it was defined that a UE configured with pTAG and sTAG may stop transmitting on the SCell if after timing adjusting due to received TA command the uplink transmission timing difference between PCell and SCell exceeds the maximum value the UE can handle, i.e. 32.47us. RAN4 also found, if UE stop transmission without indicating the network, it may cause possible performance degradation on network.

Based on these understandings, RAN4 would like to ask RAN2 whether it is feasible to introduce an indication that max UL timing difference between TAGs is reached or approached, and how to introduce this indication if feasible.
