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1 Introduction

The introduction of a new capability set has been extensively discussed in RAN4. In this contribution we discuss how we can agree on a common solution where feedback from all parties is considered.

2 Discussion

In RAN4#72bis a CR for a new CS7, without SR GSM and no triple-RAT, but with support for the dual RAT combinations, MR GSM + UTRA, MR GSM + E-UTRA and UTRA+E-UTRA as well as SR UTRA and SR E-UTRA was presented. In addition UTRA support for band 3 was made optional [1].
In [2] it was stated that the triple RAT was still needed in some deployment cases and that a triple RAT Capability Set, without SR GSM should be introduced [2]. However, no triple-RAT (in one band) interest was indicated from operators during RAN4#72bis. It is therefore questionable why such a specific scenario shall be mandatory in relevant CS.
Given the above, we, propose two solutions to reflect triple-RAT support:

· Alternative-1: Triple-RAT to be introduced in new CS8. CS7 shall be kept as in CR submitted to Singapore meeting [1], new CS8 to be added as new CS without SR GSM, but with triple RAT as a mandatory part. 

· Alternative-2: Add triple RAT in CS7 from Singapore, with the triple RAT as a declarable option. 
We have developed alternative-1 into a CR to RAN4#73 [3]. However, also alternative-2 has been developed into a CR [4], adding triple-RAT in CS7 from RAN4#72bis CR, with the triple RAT as a declarable option.

Alternative-1 is an elegant way to allow all parties to agree. We get both a CS7 for all dual RAT combinations, new CS8 with mandatory triple RAT, as well as easier reading with two separate columns. Alternative-2 focus on just one new CS and add the triple RAT as a declarable option since there was no explicit interest from operators in previous meeting to deploy triple RAT in one band.

Our proposal for RAN4 is to consider alternative-1 in [3]. However, if RAN4 can agree to alternative-2 instead, we present [4] as our second proposal.
3 Conclusion


We, propose two solutions to introduce new CS based of feedback from RAN4#72bis that we should add triple-RAT support [2]. We have developed alternative-1, triple-RAT in new CS8 next to CS7 (CS7 as proposed before) and Alternative-2 where triple RAT is introduced as a declarable option to a single new CS7.
Our proposal for RAN4 is to consider alternative-1 in [3]. However, if RAN4 can agree to alternative-2 instead, we present [4] as our second proposal.
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
