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1. Introduction
The removal of the square bracket for TC4d and TC4e was discussed in last meeting and some companies request more discussion. In this contribution, we provide options and views on it. 
2. Discussion 
TC4d and TC4e are generated for the case when the BS only support parts of the operating band, or when the maximum supported RF bandwidth covers the entire operating band. E.g. the application of TC4d in current TS 37.141 is copied as below:
TC4d is only applicable when [the declared RF bandwidth for GSM is not equal to the declared RF bandwidth for multi-RAT operations and] the frequency range within the frequency band supported by the BS is a subset of the operating band, or when the maximum supported RF bandwidth covers the entire operating band.
The purpose of these test configurations is to overcome the shortcoming that usingTC4a~TC4c generated at the maximum supported bandwidth, sub-band filter attenuation will reduce the emission in the test, while in practical deployment where the configured BW is less than the maximum supported bandwidth, the intermediation will fall into the pass band of the filter and thus the filter can not provide attenuation. Considering GSM/EDGE single-RAT tests will do similar test, to reduce test cases the content in bracket was added. The bracket has not been reviewed since it exists. There are two options to handle it.
Option 1: remove the square bracket directly
Option 2: remove the content in the square bracket
 “the declared RF bandwidth for GSM is not equal to the declared RF bandwidth for multi-RAT operations” which was put into brackets means that TC4d and TC4e are not applicable when the declared RF bandwidth for GSM equals to the declared RF bandwidth for multi-RAT operations. Meanwhile, the GSM/EDGE single-RAT test may not be able to cover multi-RAT operations. So our preference is to remove the content in brackets.
3. Conclusion
In the paper we provide two options for discussion on the content in brackets for TC4d and TC4e of TS 37.141. We welcome companies’ view on the two options. Based on the outcome of the discussion, corresponding CR in [3] will be provided for approval.
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
