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1 Introduction
In RAN4#72bis papers  [2], [3] were presented to on the subject of minimum manufacturers declarations. A way forward [4] was attempted during the meeting time but failed to reach consensus.
It has been noticed that whilst trying to define the minimum set of declarations 3 things are being discussed.

1. The definition of the points in space.

2. What the declaration at each point should consist of.

3. The number of points in space at which the declarations should be made.

It will help with discussions about the minimum set of declarations if a clear definition of the points and how they are defined is agreed before the number and location of those points is discussed further, This TP attempts to capture those definitions for the TR. 
It is not clear at this stage if the same definitions can apply to the downlink and the uplink, it seems unlikely so the only downlink is dealt with by this paper.

In the discussion paper [5] the definition of the points in space and what each definition should consist of was discussed along with a possible minimum set of points for declaration.

In answer to the 3 points the following proposal were made:
1. The definition of the points in space.

The points in space for the declaration are those defined by the beam pointing direction.

2. What the declaration at each point should consist of.

The declaration at each point should consist of the beam widths in both azimuth and elevation. Each point is independent and may have a different set of declarations to the others.

3. The number of points in space at which the declarations should be made.

In the discussion document a minimum set of points was discussed, however this is left FF in this text proposal.

Manufacturer declarations

3.1 Spatial Declarations

The AAS has 2 OTA requirements, as these requirements are specified in the far field then the point in space at which they are valid must be known. The spatial capability of the AAS is covered by declaration.

3.1.1 Downlink

The manufacturer shall declare the zero steering direction.

If the AAS has the ability to change the beam pointing direction in the DL the manufacturer shall declare the beam pointing directions which define the extent of this ability. The range of this ability is defined by a straight line between the declared points. The minimum number of beam pointing directions declared is FFS.

At each of the declared beam pointing directions the elevation beam width and the azimuth beam width shall be declared. 

Note each point is independent and may have a different set of declarations to the others.
