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1 Introduction
The work item “Further LTE Physical Layer Enhancements for MTC” was approved in RAN#67 [4]. At RAN4#73 the core RF requirements for specified bands were agreed to for MTC or low complexity UE’s [1] in Release 12. Requirements for some additional bands were approved in [3]. This contribution discusses candidate bands for MTC bands for further LTE physical layer enhancements as part of Release 13.
2 Discussion

At RAN4#73 the Release 12 RF core requirements for both full duplex FDD and HD-FDD Category 0 low complexity UEs were agreed to for bands 3, 8, 20 and TDD bands 39 and 41 [1]. The selected Rel-12 bands have coverage for both FDD and TDD, and also have coverage in different regions. In addition at RAN4#74, RF core requirements for category 0 low complexity UEs were agreed to for bands 2, 4, 5 and 13 [3]. These agreements for the RF core requirements were based on agreed allowances and implementation margins in the reference sensitivity for both FD-FDD and HD-FDD single receive chain category 0 UEs. For the development of Release 13 RF core requirements for Rel-13 low complexity UEs supporting further LTE physical layer enhancements it is proposed that the agreed to bands for Release 12 category 0 low complexity UEs be employed as an initial basis for specification of the Release 13 RF core requirements for low complexity UEs.
Observation #1:

Release 12 RF core requirements for Category 0 low complexity UEs have been agreed to for bands 2, 3, 4, 5, 8, 13, 20, 39 and 41 [1]. 

Proposal #1

The agreed to bands for Release 12 category 0 low complexity UEs be employed as an initial basis for specification of the Release 13 RF core requirements for Rel-13 low complexity UEs.
3  Conclusion and Proposal
This contribution discussed candidate bands for MTC for further LTE physical layer enhancements as part of Release 13 with the following conclusions.
Observation #1:

Release 12 RF core requirements for Category 0 low complexity UEs have been agreed to for bands 2, 3, 4, 5, 8, 13, 20, 39 and 41 [1]. 

Proposal #1

The agreed to bands for Release 12 category 0 low complexity UEs be employed as an initial basis for specification of the Release 13 RF core requirements for Rel-13 low complexity UEs.
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
