During RAN4#74, a CR was approved introducing applicability rules and demodulation requirements for DC [1]. Furthermore, a way forward was agreed on SDR. This contribution provides an opinion on the remaining issues for the SDR test
2 Discussion

The remaining open issue identified in the way forward is whether the SDR test is applied to both configuration 1A and 3C, or just one of them.

The difference between 1A and 3C is the existence of a single or two PDCP layers. Since this difference materially affects the L2 processing, it is proposed that both configurations are tested.

Proposal 1: Set requirements for both configuration 1A and configuration 3C.

In [2] it is also noted that the existence of two uplink can make a substantial difference to the performance of TDD modes in which extensive UL bundling is otherwise necessary. To ensure that the ACK-NACK on 2 UL is implemented properly and the gain is realized, it is proposed to include an additional SDR test for TDD UL/DL configuration 5.

Proposal 2: Introduce an additional TDD test with UL/DL configuration 5.
