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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for their reply LS on 2 UL inter-band CA protection of GNSS and for their further consideration.  RAN4 is pleased to learn that RAN2 believes that the Rel-11 IDC feature can be used to resolve the GNSS interference problem and that even further enhancements to IDC are being discussed.  

RAN2 asked whether other victim systems (e.g., Wi-Fi, Bluetooth) should also be taken into account for 2 UL inter-band CA protection.  In previous discussions on the topic, RAN4 had concluded that other victim systems such as Wi-Fi and Bluetooth would not be specifically protected by standardized mechanisms. The outcome has been that while RAN4 specifications include allowances for degraded reference sensitivity in self-bands as well as coexistence emission requirements to other cellular bands, there is no allowance for protection of Wi-Fi and Bluetooth systems from 2 UL intermodulation products and no further discussion of such.  Therefore, RAN4 has decided that other than GNSS, other non-3GPP radio systems would not receive specific consideration for protection from 2 UL intermodulation products.
