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1. Introduction
In the RAN4#74BIS, candidate MTC Bands for Further LTE Physical Layer Enhancements was proposed in [1] where the same bands defined for category 0 low complexity UEs were proposed.  In this contribution, we share our views on possible candidate bands for MTC for Rel-13.
2. Discussion
In [1], there was the following proposal.

· Proposal #1

The agreed to bands for Release 12 category 0 low complexity UEs be employed as an initial basis for specification of the Release 13 RF core requirements for Rel-13 low complexity UEs.
However, our understanding is that operators who are interested in release 12 category 0 low complexity UEs may not be always interested in Release 13 MTC and operators who did not request to the introduction of certain bands into release 12 category 0 low complexity UEs may be interested in release 13 MTC. Thus, it would not be reasonable to just select what we specified in Rel-12 as Candidate MTC bands for Further LTE Physical Layer Enhancements. We, however, understand that every single operating band defined in TS36.101 is not necessary to be specified for Rel-13 MTC. Thus, the possible candidate bands should be based on requests from companies. If some of them cannot be completed in the Rel-13 time frame, then, they will be specified in Rel-14 as release independent manner.
· Proposal 1: Candidate MTC bands for Further LTE Physical Layer Enhancements should be based on requests from companies.

· Proposal 2: If some of the candidate bands cannot be completed in Rel-13 timeframe, they will be specified in Rel-14 in release independent manner.

· Proposal 3: Band 1, 3, 19, 21 and 28 should be included in candidate bands in Rel-13.
3. Conclusion
In this contribution, we discussed how to handle candidate MTC bands for Further LTE Physical Layer Enhancements. As a result, we propose the followings.

· Proposal 1: Candidate MTC bands for Further LTE Physical Layer Enhancements should be based on requests from companies.

· Proposal 2: If some of the candidate bands cannot be completed in Rel-13 timeframe, they will be specified in Rel-14 in release independent manner.

· Proposal 3: Band 1, 3, 19, 21 and 28 should be included in candidate bands in Rel-13.
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
