1. Overall description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in [1]. In this LS, RAN2 asked RAN4 to evaluate the RS-SINR measurement of inter-frequency neighbour cells (and possibly of serving cell) for the purpose of allow network to better predict the achievable user throughput, taking into account complexity and batter consumption. RAN4 would like to provide the following answers to the questions raised by RAN2 in their LS:
[RAN2 Question] Whether it is feasible for the UE to perform inter-frequency SINR measurements
[RAN4 Response] Yes.
[RAN2 Question] Whether it is feasible for the UE to perform serving cell SINR measurements 
[RAN4 Response] Yes.
[RAN2 Question] Whether the SINR measurements can be performed accurately to be useful to predict the achievable user throughput in the neighbour cells 
[RAN4 Response] Yes. SINR is better than RSRQ for predicting the achievable user throughput.
[RAN2 Question] Whether the accuracy or usability is impacted by the fact that the SINR measurements may be performed over narrowband (e.g. if UE is not capable of WB RSRQ) 
[RAN4 Response] No.
