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1. Introduction

This paper aims to provide information regarding frequency allocation around 3.5 GHz and band usage as TD-LTE in Japan.
2. 3.5GHz band allocation in Japan
In December 2014, it was announced that the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications (MIC) would allocate the frequency spectrum from 3480 MHz to 3600 MHz to use for TDD band to three operators evenly [1] as shown in Figure 1.
The spectrum is a part of Band 42 and according to applications of licensees for the band, the commercial services are to be launched in 2016 as TD-LTE. With regard to the range from 3400 MHz to 3456 MHz, the spectrum has not yet been allocated for TD-LTE since the spectrum licenses to existing broadcast auxiliary services in these bands are valid until November 2022 at the latest.

In this paper, it is informed that Japanese 3.5GHz band for TD-LTE was allocated for three operators in December 2014, and the commercial services are planned to be launched in 2016.
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
