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1 Introduction
A new WI on license-assisted access to unlicensed Spectrum was established in RAN #68 [1]. BS and UE RF requirement for 5GHz spectrum based on regulatory requirement need to be specified during WI stage. This contribution gives a brief overview discussion on BS aspect.
2 Discussion
In this section, BS RF requirements are reviewed one by one for 5GHz unlicensed band in Table 1. As only DL requirements planning to be specified in Rel-13, most of the receiver requirements should be non-relevant.
