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1 Introduction
In RAN4#76 [1] was presented to try to clear up the issue for co-loaction IMD that the TRX unit power is used for a requirement but it is not clearly defined. After review it is clear that this is true for a number of conducted transmitter requirement.

The TP has been modified therefore to put an abbreviation for Tx unit power in square brackets in the co-location requirement with the intention that the name and definition will be finalised for the next meeting.

The TP is now quite simple, however it is deemed worthwhile as it ensure that the matter will be solved but allows text to be drafted using the square bracket.

Co-location Transmitter intermodulation
In Non-AAS BS the transmitter inter-modulation requirement is to address the coexistence between the transmitter from one operator and the transmitter from another operator in case they are co-located with assumption that the coupling loss between them is 30dB. The requirement assumes that they transmit the same level of power, and the transmitted signals are adjacent to each other in the frequency domain. It is proposed to apply the existing non-AAS requirements specified at the antenna connector for non-AAS BS to each transmitter unit at the transceiver array boundary for AAS BS. The wanted signal is the maximum output power of each transmitter unit [PTRU] and the interference signal power is 30 dB below the wanted signal.
