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1. Introduction
LTE Advanced intra-band contiguous Carrier Aggregation in Band 42 for 4DL work item was approved at TSG RAN#67[1]. This contribution discusses the impact of introducing 4-CC DL intra-band contiguous CA in Band 42 on UE maximum input level requirement. 
2. Discussion 
In previous discussion, it was agreed for 2-CC and 3-CC DL intra-band contiguous CA that maximum input level should be specified on per carrier basis with each CC keeping the same PSD as for single carrier operation.
· When UEs are operating under conditions that Intra band CA can be used, the UEs definitely receive multiple component carriers from the serving eNB.

· There is a possibility that UEs working in intra band CA mode would be operated near the serving eNB.
With the introduction of intra-band CA supporting more carriers than 3, theoretically, the same reasons as above apply from CA operation and deployment point of view. Using this way, it is proposed to define the total maximum input level for 4DL CC as -19dBm for 64QAM input signal and -21dBm for 256QAM input signal respectively. 
3. Conclusion
This contribution discussed the UE maximum input level for CA_42E. It is proposed that the attached text proposal is included in TR 36.833-7-42

Maximum input level 
The maximum input level for CA_42E is defined to keep the total input power level as for 3DL case. So the total maximum input level for CA_42E UE should be -19dBm (64QAM) for 64QAM input signal and -21dBm for 256QAM input signal respectively.
