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1. 1	Introduction
In RAN4#74 meeting it was already agreed that BS receiver core and test requirements are not impacted due to introduction of dual-band HSUPA transmission [1].
In this paper the impact on BS receiver performance requirements is discussed.
1. 2	Dual-Band UL impact on BS performance requirements
[bookmark: _GoBack]Introduction of new UL transmission requires analysis of impact on BS demodulation performance requirements. In case of dual-band HSUPA transmission, demodulation of each carrier assigned to separate band can be made according to single carrier demodulation performance requirements. In other words, demodulation performance requirements for a BS supporting dual-band HSUPA transmission should be defined in terms of single carrier requirements, in similar way as in case of DC-HSUPA transmission.
Proposal 1: Demodulation performance requirements for a BS supporting dual-band HSUPA transmission should be defined in terms of single carrier requirements.
1. 3	Conclusion
In this contribution we presented our view regarding the impact of dual-band HSUPA operation on BS performance requirements. Based on that, we proposed the following:
