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1   Introduction
For 4Rx CA tests, we should identify UE behavior and reach some agreements first for further discussion. In this contribution, we will discuss the UE behavior to support 4Rx CA and propose to align the understanding.
2   Discussion

When we define 4Rx CA tests, there are some bandwidth combinations. The following understanding should be agreed: 
· If a UE supports 4Rx on a certain CA band, then that UE shall support 4Rx on all the CC-s for all the possible intra-band CA configurations on that band.
For example, if the UE supports 4Rx on Band 1, then that UE should support 4Rx on all CC-s for CA_1C, CA_1D, CA_1E … That principle will impact the test case design. For example, if a UE supports CA_1C-XA and Band X is not a 4R band, then it means that UE shall support 4Rx on two CC-s belonging to Band 1. 
That principle would be reasonable because when the 4Rx is supported on a certain band it would mean that most of RF components are available to support 4Rx on all the CC-s in that band.
Proposal 1: it is proposed to agree on the following principle
· If a UE supports 4Rx on a certain CA band, then UE shall support 4Rx on all the CC-s belonging to that band.
3   Conclusion
In this contribution, we propose the following principle to design the 4Rx CA demodulation performance requirements:
