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1 Introduction

At RAN4#76bis meeting, RAN4 agreed on a WF on RS-SINR measurements in [1], where it was agreed that 128 values are to be specified for the RS-SINR measurement report mapping. At RAN4#77 meeting, RAN4 agreed the RS-SINR measurement report mapping ranges and reported values [2], and the corresponding signaling support has been defined by RAN2. However, the RS-SINR based threshold for event evaluation criteria was not discussed and agreed.
In this contribution, we provide our views on the RS-SINR based threshold for event evaluation criteria.
2 Discussion

At RAN4#77 meeting, RAN4 sent an LS to RAN2 [3] on the the agreed RS-SINR measurement report mapping ranges and reported values:

The reporting range of RS-SINR measurement is defined from -23 dB to 40 dB with 0.5 dB resolution.

The mapping of the measured quantity is defined in Table 1. The range in the signalling may be larger than the guaranteed accuracy range.

The IE ReportConfigEUTRA specifies criteria for triggering of an E UTRA measurement reporting event is specified in TS 36.331. The ThresholdEUTRA field is specified for RSRP, RSRQ, and CSI-RSRP. However, it has not been defined for RS-SINR. To address the RS-SINR based threshold for event evaluation criteria, observations were made on the RSRQ based threshold for event evaluation framework. Based on the analysis, the following is proposed:
Proposal 1:

This contribution discusses the RS-SINR based threshold for event evaluation criteria. It also includes the following proposal:
