As the skeleton for the conformance TS was not approved in the last meeting, it is too soon to write TP’s for the conformance TS it is also unlikely that they would be mature enough to be approved at this stage.  

This example text however is presented as a TP and is intended to form the basis of a TP which will need to be approved in the next meeting if we are to complete the AAS WI conformance part on time. It assumes that the TS Skelton [1]

[2]presented this meeting for approval will be approved. Change marks have not been used as all text is new so would serve little purpose. In some cases they have been used to show where text from the non-AAS specifications has been changed.
Comments have been left in where specific points are highlighted.
In some cases it is necessary to refer to specific declarations, in these cases the unique ID’s and definitions in [4] have been used with the intention that these will be used in section 4.10 in the future.

This example text covers sections 1-5. 

Much of the work has been in section 4 which defines the AAS capability sets. As the core specification [3] has requirements for MSR AAS BS and single RAT AAS BS it is necessary to include the capability sets from 25.141, 25.142, 36.141 and 37.141. As each of these have unique CS identities the same approach has been maintained for AAS where the unique identity used in the non-AAS conformance specification has had an A added to it so it is unique to AAS. E.g. UTC1 from 25.141 becomes AUTCI. The numbering is not identical however as TC’s which are not required (as they are for GSM) are removed and the numbering reordered.

The other major section is section 5 – Applicability for requirements. Once again these have been copied form the appropriate non-AAS conformance specification and updated so that the test cases match the AAS conformance requirement test cases and the capability sets are correctly referenced.

The tables are correct and offer a usable system to identify the test configurations for each AAS BS type (or TAB connector type). However it is likely that as all 4 systems (MSR, ST FDD UTRA, SR TDD UTRA, SR E-UTRA) are now all in the same requirement that a number of the text configurations are the same and they could be consolidated into a single list.  This would offer a simpler and easier to use specification but would require a greater level of drafting errors and checking to ensure that all the old test configurations had been adequately covered.
The format also needs checking to ensure that the coverage of the single RAT single carrier case has not been lost, due to the evolution of the single RAT specifications the multi-carrier cases have been highlighted but the single RAT are not so clearly identified. This also needs to be clarified in the AAS BS requirement.
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
