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1 Introduction
According to RAN conclusion, NB-IoT in Rel-13 only considers FDD operation and forward compatibility for TDD should be included. Transmit ON/OFF power only applies for TDD BS, so this requirement is not applied for NB-IoT in Rel-13.
2 Discussion
The transmitter OFF power spectral density shall be less than -85dBm/MHz in E-UTRA specification. For NB-IoT in-band and guard band operation, if TDD BS available in the future, same requirement should be kept. For NB-IoT standalone operation same OFF power spectral density should be kept for 200kHz channel bandwidth, that is -92dBm/200kHz. Transmitter transient period requirement should be kept the same as LTE requirement for NB-IoT all operation modes.
