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1. Overall Description:

According to RAN4 specification TS36.133 section 7.7.2, it can be found in legacy SCell activation requirement that starting from the subframe specified in section 4.3 of TS36.213 and until the UE has completed the SCell activation, UE shall report CQI index = 0 (out of range) if the UE has available uplink resources to report CQI for the SCell. It is specified in TS36.213 that the CSI reporting shall be applied in subframe n+8. 
However, for PUCCH SCell activation, the CSI will be reported on the PUCCH SCell after the activation is completed. And UE can’t report CSI until the SCell is completely activated. The maximum PUCCH SCell activation delay is defined as 68ms (from the time when the SCell activation command is received until the time the UE is able to send a CSI report with other than CQI index 0). So the discrepancy between RAN1 and RAN4 specifications is that UE is not required to report CSI until the PUCCH SCell activation is completed according to TS36.133 section 7.7.6. But in current TS36.213 the UE is required to apply this CSI reporting in subframe n+8, whereas the activation may not be completed yet.
2. Actions:

RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1 take the above information into consideration, and update the timing requirement in TS36.213 section 4.3 to cover the PUCCH SCell activation if possible.
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
