Introduction

This clause defines a principle which is applicable to test cases verifying RRM requirements for Cat-NB1 UE in both normal coverage and enhanced coverage.

A.3.x.2
Principle of Cat-NB1 UE Testing

In Annex A Cat-NB1 UE test cases may be defined for both normal coverage and enhanced to verify the same type of RRM requirement. 

If test cases are defined in both normal coverage and enhanced coverage to verify the same type of RRM requirement, then the UE capable of both normal coverage and enhanced coverage needs to be tested only with the test in enhanced coverage.
