The present document describes the multi-node tests for Rel-13 LAA BSs and other wireless systems oprating in unlicensed spectrum. These tests are designed to serve as a guidance for ensuring the system performance of two wireless systems sharing the same unlicensed spectrum, e.g. between two LAA systems or between LAA and other wireless systems, e.g. Wi-Fi.
