Introduction
This contribution provides a method to have a new NS value for Band 28, as an altenative to modification of existing NS value proposed in [1], which could be needed for European DTV protection due to the introduction of HPUE to the band.

Discussion
A new NS value needs to be specified for Band 28 if HPUE requires A/MPR to meet -42 dBm / 8 MHz Eupopean DTV protection requirement. 
Band 48 has two NS-values assigned for Region 3, and assigning a new NS-value may create problems to legacy PC3 UEs, which might behave un-expectedly since do not understand the new NS value, which is put in SIB2 standard field. 
It was proposed in [1] to modify existing NS_17 schemes by adding the -42 dBm / 8 MHz requirement as new additional spurios emission requirement and modify the A-MPR definition. HPUEs can indicate the support for revised NS trough MPR versioning signalling. 
But it is also possible to have a new NS value for Band 28, without creating problems to legacy PC3 UEs, by putting   NS_01 in the legacy SIB2 field. In this case, the legacy UEs are not impacted since they understand NS_01, while the new UEs can read the new NS value in the “multibandinfolist” [2]. The legacy PC3 shall anyway meet the limit with NS_01.
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
