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1   Introduction
RAN4 has discussed network assisted signaling of neighbor cell list, but there was no agreement[1]. This contribution provides our view on this solution.
2   Discussion
Operators often change network deployment to improve network quality and introduce new base stations and RRHs. Every time operators perform these, cell IDs are changed. This means that there is a possibility to indicate wrong cell IDs to UEs. If neighbor cell list for limiting measurement cells is incorrect, mobility performance will be degraded. Therefore, network assisted information of neighbor cell list does not always give the gain. 

In addition, neighbor cell lists have existed e.g. cellsToaddModList for different purpose and these cell lists have already been used regardless of the type of cell e.g. high speed cell or normal cell. If these lists are reused for limiting measurement of neighbor cells, UEs will not be able to distinguish whether assigned cell IDs are high speed cells or not. Therefore, existing neighbor cell lists should not be reused.
Considering some concerns and remaining time for discussion in this WI, it is better to discuss other remaining issues.
Proposal 1: Existing neighbor cell lists should not be reused e.g. cellsToaddModList.
Proposal 2: Network assisted information of neighbor cell list is not studied further in this WI.
3   Conclusion 
In this contribution, we provided our view on network assisted signaling of neighbor cell list. Our proposals are summarized as follows:
Proposal 1: Existing neighbor cell lists should not be reused e.g. cellsToaddModList.
Proposal 2: Network assisted information of neighbor cell list is not studied further in this WI.
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
