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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 thanks RAN1 for their LS on supporting larger amounts of contiguous spectrum (e.g. >1GHz). 

The LS suggests two alternative approaches; either multi-carrier or single carrier.

The preferred approach will depend on a number of complex and interacting issues that have not yet been resolved in RAN4, including:

· Numerologies and phase noise degradations

· Guard band sizes

· Requirement levels on unwanted emissions

· Receiver requirements including dynamic range and blocking

· Support for all possible bandwidth permutations and associated testing complexity

In particular on the last bullet point, supporting a very large and flexible set of UL and DL bandwidth complications could necessitate a potentially very large amount of testing complexity, and thus testing aspects will require further study.

RAN4 will continue to work on all of these aspects and will make a decision on the best approach to supporting larger bandwidths once the other issues have been resolved. In the meantime, RAN4 recommends that RAN1 continue to work considering both options and aiming to remain agnostic to the eventually selected approach.
