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1 Introduction

New Work Item (WID in RP-162534) was approved at the last RAN plenary meeting to include requirements applicable to Europe in Band68, in accordance with the ECC Decision (16)02 [2].

 The goal of this document is to summarize the work related to this new work item already done and discuss the way forward.
2 Background
The inclusion of RF requirements applicable in Europe was first discussed during the Work Item LTE_FDD_700_Arab. Since the ECC Decision (16)02 was not published at the time the work item LTE_FDD_700_Arab was 100% complete, Band 68 was introduced in the specifications taking into account the requirements applicable to Middle East only.
After the publication of the ECC Decision [2] in June 2016, ECC sent a liaison statement (R4-165137 [3]) to inform RAN and to request that 3GPP make the necessary changes in their specifications to enable the frequency arrangement and associated requirements listed in the Decision [2]. The interest for this request was confirmed by an input document co-signed by a number of European Administrations and manufacturers (R4-166636 [4]) and a liaison was sent back to ECC (R4-167132 [5]).
Regarding the changes associated with the allocation at 700MHz of the Decision [2], it was first assumed that the work could be done under the Work Item TEI14 and the following contributions were submitted under this agenda item:

At RAN4#81 meeting, the RAN4 chairman indicated that a work item shall be created to continue the work on this topic to ensure a better traceability of the changes on the core requirements.
As a consequence, a work item proposal was submitted and approved at the following RAN#74 meeting. The WID can be found in RP-162534 [1]:

· The objective of the Work Item is copied below:

· Specify UE performance requirements to comply with OOBE requirements defined in ECC Decision (16)02 through adding new NS with relevant A-MPR, as appropriate:

· Current requirements applicable for band 68 shall not be impacted 

· The WI code is: LTE700_Europe_PPDR

· The target completion date in RAN#76 (June 2017)
· The outcome is assumed to be a single CR on TS36.101

Proposal: it is proposed to include in the Status Report to be submitted at the next RAN plenary meeting the list of the above RAN4 contributions as input documents related to the work item LTE700_Europe_PPDR.

3 Revision of the WID
After the RAN plenary meeting, the RAN secretary mentioned that the WID could be clarified on several aspects:
· The current title “E-UTRA 700MHz in Europe for Broadband-PPDR” could be understood as a new frequency band introduction. The suggestion for a revised version is “Adapting LTE band 68 for usage in Europe”
· The objective could also be clarified to highlight that only Band 68 is in the scope of this work item. Also, the word “performance” can be removed not to create confusion between core and performance part:

· Specify UE performance requirements applicable to UEs supporting band 68 to comply with OOBE requirements defined in ECC Decision (16)02 through adding new NS with relevant A-MPR, as appropriate:

· Current requirements applicable for band 68 shall not be impacted 

· Release independence aspects shall also be clarified by taking into account to the outcome of the ongoing discussion on “release independent specifications”
Observation: a revised WID will be submitted at the next RAN plenary meeting based on the above proposals.
4 Conclusion

Proposal: it is proposed to include in the SR the list of the RAN4 contributions submitted at RAN4#80bis and #81 meetings, related to the Band 68 changes, under TEI14 work item as input documents related to the work item LTE700_Europe_PPDR. 

Observation: a revised WID will be submitted at the next RAN plenary meeting based on the proposals described in section 3.
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
