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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS on subcarrier alignment and channel raster. After discussion RAN4 is of the following opinions:
1. For UL LTE/NR co-existence, the channel raster for UL sharing band (e.g. bands agreed in NR WID i.e. RP-171485) can be decoupled from the NR DL band raster and be kept to 100 kHz.
2. It is unclear what “raster shift” means because raster may not correspond to the DC leakage or zero frequency of baseband signal. Therefore, further clarification from RAN1 is needed.
3. Different RF LO and DC leakage between LTE and NR will make LTE and NR unable to share RF chain in cost-effective UE implementations, which is less desirable.
