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1. Background

The text proposal below is based on the contribution [1]. EIRP and TRP requirements are listed in separate tables. One power class is assumed with band specific values (consistent with 36.101 and 38.101-1). 
The maximum EIRP can be a regulatory limit that may be region-specific (if not an MPE limit) and depend on the device type. An indication of the EIRP in the IE P-Max may be useful to this end. 
The use of the notion “beam” may not be appropriate if not consistent with the use in the core specifications 36.213. Power class should be measured in “beam locked mode”, this could be covered in the general clause 6.1. The details on the measurement method for verification are still open.

UE Power Class

The maximum output power (EIRP) for any transmission bandwidth within a channel bandwidth shall be in accordance with the UE power classes defined in Table 6.2.1.1-1. For each UE power class supported, the [EIRP in the beam peak direction] shall exceed the minimum requirement specified in Table 6.2.1.1-1 for [any UE beam].
