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1. Overall Description:

3GPP RAN4 would like to inform CCSA TC9 WG1 and RAN5 that the Rel-14 work item on Radiated requirements for the verification of multi-antenna reception performance of UEs in LTE had concluded with the requirements captured in TS37.144 v14.4.0. 
During the RAN4 #84bis meeting, the following MIMO OTA test tolerance had been approved:

The harmonization activity of the work item had assessed the MU of the reference MPAC lab as 1.91 dB (see Table 10.3.3-2 of TR37.977). Because it is reasonable to expect typical MPAC implementations to strive for alignment with the reference lab according to the alignment procedure defined in Clause 10.4 of TR37.977, it has been agreed to define the TRMS test tolerance as 1.0 dB.
3GPP RAN4 respectfully asks CCSA and RAN5 to take these developments into account.

RAN4 would like to ask CCSA to consider taking the measurement uncertainty of the reference MPAC lab as an example for MPAC methodology in the Annex D of YD/T 2869.1.
