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1. Overall Description
RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS regarding UE minimum bandwidth in the context of confinement of RMSI and CORESET containing PDCCH scheduling RMSI. In the LS, RAN4 was asked to provide feedback on the following RAN1 agreements.

	RAN1 agreements:
· UE minimum bandwidth in the context of confinement of RMSI and CORESET containing PDCCH scheduling RMSI is defined as the largest bandwidth that all UEs must support regardless of UE capability, which is at least no less than the SS/PBCH bandwidth.

· Bandwidth for RMSI and CORESET containing PDCCH scheduling RMSI supports at least the same bandwidth as SS/PBCH (e.g.,[24 PRBs]).

· Note: The UE minimum bandwidth will be finally determined by RAN4.


During RAN4#85 meeting, RAN4 discussed this issue and would like to confirm the above RAN1 agreements. RAN4 shares the same understanding that RMSI and COREST containing PDCCH scheduling RMSI shall be transmitted within a minimum bandwidth that all UEs support as mandatory. 
RAN4 could not conclude the UE mandatory channel bandwidth due to the different demand on each band at the current stage. However, it is expected the UE minimum bandwidth in the context of RMSI and COREST containing PDCCH scheduling RMSI should be no less than 20MHz for Frequency Range 1 and 100MHz for Frequency Range 2.

NOTE: 
The minimum bandwidth mentioned here is a threshold of the channel bandwidth that all UE shall 
support irrespective of the UE capability.
2. Actions
Action to RAN1 group:
RAN4 kindly asks RAN1 to take the above information into consideration in the future work. 
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
