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Introduction
In RAN4#88 meeting it was discussed that for two contiguous CC only CA BW Class C has been considered for the requirements of ACS, IBB and OBB in Rel-15. However, these requirements have not been defined for neither CA BW Class F nor CA BW Class B. In this contribution we provide two possible options for the definition of these Rx requirements for BW Class F and BW Class B 
Discussion
Table 1 shows that for two contiguous CC the NR CA bandwidth classes B, C and F can be taken into account. However, in 38.101-1 the requirements ACS, IBB and OBB defined for two contiguous CC is only CA BW Class C.

In the WF for definition of ACS, IBB and OBB requirements for intra-band contiguous CA [1] two options were provided:
· Option 1: 
· Remove intra-band contiguous CA configuration combinations set for BW Class B and BW F in Rel-15 and define in Rel-16
· Remove ACS, IBB and OBB requirements for intra-band contiguous CA for BW Class B and F in Rel-15 and define in Rel-16
· Option 2:
· Mantain intra-band contiguous CA configuration combinations set for BW Class B and BW F in Rel-15
· Define ACS, IBB and OBB requirements for intra-band contiguous CA for BW Class B and F in Rel-15 
· Unless agreement is not reached on ACS, IBB and OBB requirements remove BW Class B and F at the end of RAN4#89

In order to keep consistency in specification between the defined CA combination and the Rx requirement in the TS 38.101-1, we propose to decide for one of the options explained above, either:

Proposal 1:	Agree on Option 1, remove intra-band contiguous CA configuration combinations set for BW Class B and BW F in Rel-15 and define BW Class B and BW F with ACS, IBB, OBB requirement in Rel-16
OR
Proposal 2: Agree on Option 2, maintain intra-band contiguous CA configuration ser for BW Class B and BW F in Rel-15 and define ACS, IBB and OBB requirements for BW Class F and BW Class B in Rel-15

Conclusion
In this contribution we provide two options for the definition of the ACS, In-band Blocking and Out-band Blocking for the BW Class F and BW Class B, which are the following:
Proposal 1:	Agree on Option 1, remove intra-band contiguous CA configuration combinations set for BW Class B and BW F in Rel-15 and define BW Class B and BW F with ACS, IBB, OBB requirement in Rel-16
OR
Proposal 2: Agree on Option 2, maintain intra-band contiguous CA configuration set for BW Class B and BW F in Rel-15 and define ACS, IBB and OBB requirements for BW Class F and BW Class B in Rel-15
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
