1. Wording for Beam Correspondence capability (corresponding to feature 2-20), for core requirement CR, test procedure CR and LS to RAN2: 

· Option-1: (current wording in TS38.306)

beamCorrespondence Indicates whether UE supports beam correspondence as defined in <TBD RAN4 >.

· Option-2: 

beamCorrespondenceAutonomous Indicates whether UE supports beam correspondence without relying on UL beam sweeping as defined in TS 38.101-2

· Option-3: 

beamCorrespondenceFull Indicates whether UE supports full beam correspondence without relying on UL beam sweeping as defined in TS 38.101-2

· Option-4: 

beamCorrespondenceWithoutUplinkBeamSweeping Indicates whether UE supports beam correspondence without relying on UL beam sweeping as defined in TS 38.101-2

· Option-5: 

beamCorrespondence Indicates whether UE supports beam correspondence without relying on UL beam sweeping, bit-1 indicates beam sweeping is not needed to meet beam correspondence requirement, bit-0 indicates beam sweeping is needed to meet beam correspondence requirement, as defined in TS 38.101-2
Agreement: Option-5
2. Additional discussion for beam correspondence requirement for CA case: 

Agreement: RAN4 will not specify the beam correspondence requirement for CA case. 

3. How to derive CDF from the two sets of measurement results, i.e., EIRP(PolLink=) and EIRP(PolLink=)
Background: 
Following three options are discussed in Tuesday main session for the method to derive CDF from the two sets of measurement results, i.e., EIRP(PolLink=) and EIRP(PolLink=)
· Option 1: EIRP CDF is derived based on data vector [1+2, 3+4] cross all testing points 

· Option 2: EIRP CDF is derived based on data vector average(1+2, 3+4) cross all testing points

· Option 3: EIRP CDF is derived based on data vector [maximum (1+2, 3+4)] cross all testing points   

Agreement: Option-3 is considered as the baseline for performance evaluation and test procedure. Other options are not precluded. Decision shall be made on April meeting.  
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
